GRADE CATEGORIES: K-1, 2-3, 4-6, 7-8 and 9-12 judged by categories.

A) DRAWING Black/white, color Pencil, charcoal, pen/inks, crayon, marker, block prints, etchings, pastel, collage/mixed
media, on paper. Maximum weight: 10 pounds, maximum size- 36 inches.

B) PAINTING watercolor, ail, acrylic on canvas, canvas board or paper. Should be framed, matted or mounted with ap-
propriate hanging device. No wet/tacky pieces.

C) 3-DIMENSIONAL Clay, wood, metal, cloth, jewelry, papier mache or sculpture pieces. Must be free standing or have
sturdy holder. May not be extremely fragile or weigh in excess of 30 pounds, or be larger than 30 inches.

D) PHOTOGRAPHY Black/white and color, hand tinted, digitally enhanced images. Should be framed, matted or
mounted with appropriate hanging device.

GUIDELINES: Limit Two Entries Per Student please, original work, completed within the past year.

#Work that appears to have had strong adult involvement may be excluded from judging
+Classroom projects will have only three, randomly selected pieces included in judging
+No once “living” plants, bugs, fur etc.

+Please submit items for hanging: pictures must be matted and/or shrink wrapped or framed (Plastic wrap/cardboard)

PICK-UP: All work must be picked up between March 1-5th, Artwork not picked up within 30 days will be donated.
